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2011 Taiwan Trade Mission to Ukraine, Poland, Latvia and Romania
October 29th – November 13th
The Taiwan External Trade Development Council (TAITRA), the foremost nonprofit trade promotion organization in Taiwan, is leading a delegation of 40 Taiwanese enterprises to visit Ukraine, Poland, Latvia and Romania from Oct. 29th to Nov. 13th. On this 16-day visit, the delegation aims not only to explore the potential opportunities that are available in these emerging markets, but it also seeks to strengthen cooperative ties with its partners there. 
Today’s Taiwan is globally recognized for its technological innovation as well as superior quality products and services. As a leading supplier in the global marketplace, Taiwanese enterprises utilize their extensive experience, expertise, and know-how to meet every customer’s needs. 

In several economic assessments released by different noted international institutions, Taiwan continues to stand out in global rankings on growth competitiveness, favorable business environment, and technological innovation, among other things. Taiwan is ranked 13th in the 2010-2011 Global Competitiveness Report of the World Economic Forum (WEF). Under the sub-categories of the 2010-2011 Global Competitive Report of the WEF, it shows Taiwan at 7th place in innovation, 1st in world patent productivity, 3rd in cluster development, 7th in government procurement of high tech products, and 8th in abundant supply of scientists and engineers. Also, Taiwan is ranked 4th in “Profit Opportunity Recommendation” by the Business Environment Risk Intelligence for 2010.
Moreover, the signing of the Economic Cooperation Framework Agreement (ECFA) between Taiwan and China last June has paved the way for more trade pacts in the years to come. The preferential trade agreement will help Taiwan link up with the whole Asia-Pacific region, thus strengthening its position as a global distribution hub.   
In order to satisfy buyers’ sourcing requirements, the Taiwanese delegation will conduct trade meetings in each of these four countries and present a broad range of products that include ceramic knives, valves, barcode and RFID products, waste tyre recycling equipment, PET bottle recycling equipment, medicated plaster-massage ointment, EVA foam materials for shoe insoles, protection pads, PU/PVC leather and nylon/polyester cloth, stainless steel handrail accessories, DRAMs, iPhone/iPad cleaning covers, mother and baby care products, auto-ID and security products, notebook adapters, LED lighting products, tissue and fiberglass tapes, fitness equipment, industrial machinery, air filters, car accessories, VCI paper, garment accessories, powder actuated tools, air compressors, precise plastic injection molds, ribbons, bicycle manufacture equipment, building hardware, automotive steering wheels, flexible printing circuits ( FPC), dietary supplements, feminine intimate care products, screwdrivers, cast metal beds and other furniture, cooling systems, oil seals, medical equipment, wiring accessories, hand tools, hard chromium plated piston rods, LAN cables and patch cords, PU/PVC synthetic leather for shoes, bags and furniture, and other items.
